Preview to the Season Ahead

So here we are, one term into the 2008-09 seamsdnyith lots of training and racing already
completed, what are the prospects for the clubsisson?

MEN

With 3 of last year’s May colours (John Hale, RichBlunsley and Alastair Chappelle) trialling
for the Cambridge University Lightweights and oMa(t Castle) coaching them, 1 (Andy Smit
graduating and 1 (Will Deacon) concentrating onghiB, only 2 of last year's May boat were
available at the start of term (Captain Andy Cusathid Vice-Captain Jon Wolitz). Added to th
the loss of the M1, M2 and M3 coxes meant thajdbeof building competitive boats was goin
to be challenging. However, the rowers from lastrgeM2 and M3 (including 2 former May'1
boat colours) stepped up admirably, and with atgteal of effort and commitment have pulled
themselves up to*lboat standard; despite 3 of the Fairbaifi®dat coming from last years M3
they were faster than the majority of collegebbats, building a strong foundation for ththbat
next term, and the higher boats come Mays.

With a lightweight cut and some highly talentedtfiyears, the®iboat could be bolstered next
term, hopefully giving us a good chance of movipgruthe Lents (the®iboat is below Clare,
who were comfortably beaten in Fairbairns). Hodgftlle training camp in Belfast (see later in
the edition) will give us a headstart at the beigigrof term, allowing us to keep ahead of the
opposition!

WOMEN

After the euphoria of regaining the headship laay$] captain Marianne Butler had the
unenviable job of starting the campaign to rethakeadship in a cold, dark and wet
Michaelmas term. Due to graduation, work commitreemttrialling (Laura Creek, Anna Railtor
and Heley Matthews are all trialling, with Anna wing the S3 4+ pennant at the Fours Head
the River on the Tideway), none of last years Hegdsrew returned this term. Added to this
injuries throughout the term meant that 4 novicas to be fast-tracked into th& hoat. This
meant that they were somewhat off the pace in Banb, but the rate of improvement of the
Novices is cause for optimism. With a former GBiqunn the boat, the women will be looking
to improve vastly next term; don’t forget that mgar situation last year lead to a Blades
winning Lent crew, and 3 Novices in the Mays Hegushew.
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After the enjoyable profile of Matt Stallard in theest edition, we now take a look at the life and
rowing career of Franco Berra. Franco is a formemioer of the Italian Rowing Squad, who has

this term been recruited as a part time rowing kdac PCBC. Alongside rowing, he lists his
favourite pastimes as horse-riding and dancing.

Franco is coaching for PCBC alongside working fer Cambridge Rowing Lakes Project;

Franco spends most of his time coaching young eefopin local schools and at the local clubs.

He is also rowing competitively, recently finishiag" at the Scullers Head on the Tideway for

X-Press BC, in a time of 21.33, which saw him fin#%in the Veteran B category. Here we take

a look at his career in international rowing, whegw him compete at many major events,
picking up medals and rowing with the legendary &dptale brothers of Italian rowing fame.

Born in 1972, in Magenta (just outside Milan), Feanvas an early starter to rowing and scullif
and in 1990 was selected to row at the World JuBlmmpionships at Lac d’Aiguebelette in
France, finishing in 8 position in the Junior Men’s Eights. The followiggar he was again
selected for the Italian squad to compete in thigdNa Cup (then the name for the World Undg
23 Rowing Championships), swapping from sweep @&rlilades, coming home with a bronze
medal after finishing"3in the Mens Quadruple Sculls. He was selectechdgaithis in 1994,
again coming 4 and earning his" international medal.

By this stage, Franco had joined the Italian Navya @enior NCO, and started rowing for the
Italian Navy Rowing Club (Marina Militare Sabaudi&de did not compete at the Atlanta
Olympic games, and was only on the fringes of thkaih squad for the next few years. Howey
by 2000 he was in the squad, and was selectedvanrthe 2 seat for the Eight at the Sydney
Olympics. Reaching the final, the Italian 8 wad pipped to the bronze medal, in a race in
which Great Britain (with Pembroke member Kieransien board) took the lead to win, with
Australia and Croatia also just pushing the Itaianto the cruellest of positions"4

The following year Franco had a seat in the Ita@arad, traditionally one of their strongest bog
(Olympic Champions in 2000). At Lucerne, in the saigatta as Cracknell and Pinsent won
both the coxed and coxless fours within an houan&o and his colleagues collected a bronze
medal, his first medal at senior level rowing. lrate2001, Franco switched to the single scull
for the Mediterranean Games in Tunis, Tunisia. Heenco dominated the field, beating his
French rival to the gold medal, and his first intgronal triumph.

In 2002, he switched to the double sculls with AgmsAbbagnale (of the famous rowing family
for the World Championships in Seville. In the fiahich can be found on YouTube) a strong

performance put them in contention for gold; uniagtely they were just beaten by Akos Halle

and Tibor Peto of Hungary. The effort the Hungasihad to put into the race to beat Franco a
Agostino was shown by the fact they capsized imatedi after crossing the line!

After this, a combination of injuries prevented Hiom being able to compete at senior inter-
national events after this. After several more geaithe Italian Navy, Franco retired from activ
service and moved to England, where he took théenj@ambridge.

Franco has already proven to be a valuable as®&€BL. He has mainly focused on coaching
Novices, trying to ensure that they all row wittgar technique; despite the low finishing
positions of the Novices in Fairbairns (see pagi&y were rowing much neater (at a much
lower rating) than many higher crews; hopefully nexm, when they start racing more and
more, they will have caught up with those aboverthe

Hopefully in the terms to come, as Franco’s graddpnglish improves, he will prove to be even
more valuable not only to Novices but also to safide more senior crews. Despite initial
astonishment at rowing in Cambridge (I'm not sue&llseen so many incompetent coxes and
crews in one place before) he has enjoyed this, tench the applause he received at the
Fairbairns Boat Club Dinner showed how much hierggfhave been appreciated!

Irrespective of its future, this year’s Boat Rasalready shaping up to be one of the most thgiiim
recent times. As is tradition, post-Olympic yedtsaat a plethora of international talent; the hke
line-ups contain 5 Beijing Olympians and some pbtbamer internationals; on the Cambridge side
there is Rob Weitemeyer (former Canada internakjphiardy Cubasch (Australian international) a
Deaglan McEachern (USA); for Oxford there is PrestdColin Smith (silver medal in the GB Eight]
George Bridgewater (silver medal in the New Zealpaid), Sjoerd Hamburger (Netherlands, Singl
Scull), Tom Solesbury (GB Men’s Pair) and Ante Kuis{Croatia, Double Sculls). Add to this
several former Blues (including Cambridge presidéenry Pelly), some junior and under-23
internationals and a Henley winner with Newcasthévgrsity, and the standards of this year’s race
looks set to match that of the 2005 post-Olympeeravhich contained GB gold medallists Andy
Hodge, Peter Reed and Tom James, and saw thet fastesn history. However, amongst all this
talent, Joel Jennings of Clare has reached thediages of selection, and will probably get into
Goldie; he started rowing at College level, an@sts as an inspiration to all College rowers thayt
can make the top University squads, even in sugdod year.
